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Balloon Barometer

You need:

a drinking straw

a rubber band

a straight pin

a pencil

an index card

a balloon

a jar or can

glue

What to do:

1. Stretch the balloon over the jar/can opening.  Secure it with the rubber band.

2. Glue the straw to the balloon with the end of the straw in the center of the balloon covering.  Attach a straight pin to the end of the straw.

3. Prop an index card near the pin so you can follow the movement of the pin.
How it works:

The pressure or force of the air presses down on the balloon.  When the air pressure is high, the balloon is pushed down and the needle up.  When the air pressure is low, the balloon is pulled up slightly and the needle down.
