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Cut out the rectangle along bold black line.


At the top of the paper, cut along the bold black line under the word “cut”. Be sure NOT to cut it all the way off. 


In the top right corner of the anemometer, fold along “fold” lines (1) and (2) where indicated. 


Fold over until (3) on small rectangle is hanging near 0 mph. 


Slide paper clip onto the small flap near the (3). 
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
