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Thermometer Demonstration

Supplies:

Hot Plate


Empty bottle [like a vinegar bottle]


Balloon

          Pan

1. Fill pan with about 1 inch of water

2. Put  balloon top of empty bottle

3. Place bottle in pan

Place the pan on the hot plate on high

When the air in the bottle is heated, the molecules in the bottle start to move faster causing the balloon to expand.

This shows how a thermometer works.

When you turn the hot plate off and the air in the bottle starts to cool the balloon should deflate.
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
